The learner will learn how to manage money and  
understand income and expenditure. They will also keep a 
personal record of these and recognise the problems of 
coping with a limited budget.  
 

Health & Wellbeing 
The learner will understand why personal fitness is  
important and recognise the role that exercise plays in a 
healthy lifestyle. They will also learn how to keep a  
balanced diet and understand the importance of  
personal hygiene and good grooming.

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Foresight have three luxury caravans at Butlins Holiday Site in 
Skegness, that are located on the Sandhills Park. 

All of our caravans are fully central heated, double glazed and sleep up 
to eight people. They consist of three bedrooms, one double with       
en-suite shower, toilet and two twin rooms which have there own shared 
shower room and toilet, plus a fold out double bed within the lounge 
area. A fully equipped kitchen, including a gas oven and hob, separate 
fridge freezer, microwave and a full range of utensils. 

One of our caravans has a balcony/veranda and a ramp for disabled 
access (please note the shower room and bedrooms do not have 
disabled access). 

Our prices start from as little as Ã245 that include up to eight passes to 
the Butlinôs Entertainment Complex. 

The caravans are available from March to October 2012.  Make sure 
you book early to get your desired date.
